The mountain: a place to meet God 
Last week we celebrated the feast of the 
Transfiguration, when Jesus’s glory shone out on 
Mount Tabor. In today’s Gospel, we hear of how Jesus 
went up into the hills to pray, and the first reading 
recounts Elijah’s meeting with God on Mount Horeb. 
Moses also met with God on a mountain, Sinai, where 
he was given the Ten Commandments. Mountains are 
a place above the cares and daily bustle of the world – 
so they make a good place to find the silence to listen to God. But it is also hard 
work to climb them: a reminder that if we are to meet God, we need to put 
effort into our spiritual lives in order to come close to Him. He is waiting for us!
