He spoke the Word to them...

At the end of today’s Gospel we hear that the Lord spoke to people ‘in parables’ —
these are the stories Jesus so often uses. They help us to remember His teaching,
but also invite us to reflect more deeply, as the parables often have several layers
of meaning. Jesus spoke the Word to them “so far as they were capable of
understanding it”. It is the same with us: He speaks to us, and as our understanding
of His word grows, He leads us to an ever deeper knowledge of God.

We have a special
connection to this place: it was the
home of St Clare, our parish patron,
and St Francis, one of the greatest
saints of the Church.

Next year (27" May-1% June) there will

pray at their tombs; there will be time
to explore the town and to enjoy each other’s company and relax in the Italian
sunshine (it should be quite nice at that time of year!)
