Franciscans of the Week: St Berard and Companions 
In 1220, Berard and his companions 
Peter, Odo, Accursio and Adjustus, 
all Franciscan friars, crossed the 
Mediterranian after being banished 
from Seville, where they had been 
preaching to the Moors. Berard 
spoke good Arabic, so on arrival in 
Morocco he began preaching in the 
public squares. Arrested and brought before the sultan in Marrakesh, they 
refused to leave or remain silent about Jesus, and so the sultan executed them. 
They became the first martyrs of the Franciscan order – six years before Francis 
himself died. Their bodies were returned to Italy in a solemn journey. One of 
those who was deeply moved by this was a young Augustinian canon who, 
inspired by their example, went on to become a Franciscan. We now know him 
as St Anthony of Padua. St Berard and his companions were canonised in 1481.

Pax Christi, the international Catholic movement for peace, encourages us to mark 
this Sunday as a special day of prayer for peace. In his message for the World Day 
of Peace 2019, Pope Francis said, “One thing is certain:  good politics is at the 
service of peace. It respects and promotes fundamental human rights, which are 
at the same time mutual obligations, enabling a bond of trust and gratitude to be 
forged between present and future generations….today more than ever, our 
societies need “artisans of peace” who can be messengers and authentic witnesses 
of God the Father, who wills the good and the happiness of the human family.”
