Living Lent during lockdown 
Here are a few of the ways in which, as individuals and as a parish, we can mark 
the season of Lent this year: 
 

Almsgiving: We seek out opportunities to give money to charity or time to help 
those in need. Even a phone call to someone who is lonely – this is giving! 
 

Fasting: We deny ourselves some food or luxury during Lent, and so remind 
ourselves that our deepest need is for God, not material things.  
 

Private Prayer: During Lent we should all try to make a little more time for quiet 
prayer with God. The church is open for one hour each day – call in and pray here, 
or, if you can’t, find a quiet corner at home where you can be with the Lord. 
 

Stations of the Cross: Each Sunday, 3pm in church and online. An opportunity to 
meditate on our Lord’s last journey, in which He shows such deep love for us. 
 

Attending weekday Mass: You can come to Mass Monday-Saturday morning 
without booking. Why not try to come a little more during Lent? 
 

Confession: There will be extra times of confession each week. This sacrament is 
also available by appointment.  
 

Talks: There are a couple of online talks in the parish during Lent - Tuesday 9th 
March, on the Passion Narrative in St Mark’s Gospel, 7:30pm; Tuesday 23rd March, 
on the liturgy of Holy Week, also at 7:30pm. 
 

Spiritual Reading: Pick up a good spiritual book and feed your soul during Lent! 
 

 

Today’s Readings 
The first reading outlines the measures taken to protect the community against 
leprosy – measures which come at great cost to those who are infected. In the 
Gospel, one such man is healed by Jesus and restored to the community and to 
worship. In the second reading, St Paul encourages us to take him as our model.

ASH WEDNESDAY: Mass will be celebrated at 9:30am; there will also be a Liturgy 
of the Word at 6pm and again at 7:30pm, all with distribution of ashes in a Covid-
secure way.

This is a day of fasting and 
abstinence, meaning that we eat only one main meal and a light collation, and 
abstain from alcohol, sweet foods and luxuries. Those who are elderly or unwell 
are exempt from fasting.
