The plan below gives some sense of how the parish may move towards normality
in the coming months. It is subject to change!

This autumn

e Further steps back towards normality at Mass, including an offertory
procession and intercessions.

e We hope to resume Children’s liturgy sometime in October.

e A normal year of sacramental preparation is planned, including for children
whose confessions, first Communion and Confirmation have been delayed —
see inside for more details.

e A full programme of parish social life will take place, if permitted.

e Other parish groups should be able to resume.

e We hope to be able to hold some events to mark the 50" anniversary of our
parish and school, in November 2021.

We plan to continue to livestream Mass each day, for the benefit of those who

are housebound; everyone who can is strongly encouraged to attend Mass and

rebuild our community. We will also continue with some other online output to
assist with catechesis, evangelisation and outreach work in the parish.
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
