Aspects of Lent: Prayer 
Prayer is central to our lives, and without it there is no relationship with God. This 
is true all year round, but in Lent we make a special effort to devote more time 
and energy to prayer, in this way uniting ourselves with Jesus during His 40 days 
of prayer and fasting in the wilderness. 
 

In his pastoral letter last week, Bishop Paul reminded us that prayer is not just 
about asking for the things we need (though, of course, it includes that): rather, it 
is a yearning for closeness to God, a desire to be with Him, and in some small way, 
an experience of heaven. The God whom we will see face to face in eternal life is 
the same God who makes Himself known to us now in prayer.  
 

Prayer is about spending time with God, getting to know Him, deepening our 
relationship with Him. It is very much like spending time with a friend: it forms and 
deepens the relationship, so subtley that we don’t even notice; and yet, without 
that time, the relationship would die. Just as, when we spend time with friends, 
sometimes we share our news and our feelings, and sometimes we listen to them, 
so it is with the Lord. Prayer involves sharing with God the innermost movements 
of our hearts, revealing everything to Him and inviting Him in. But it also involves 
an attentive listening, a desire to hear God speak to us. In today’s Gospel, the voice 
of the Father says very clearly of Jesus: “Listen to Him”. If we do, we come to know 
Him better, and perhaps we, like Peter, James and John, can glimpse a little of the 
glory of Jesus, whom one day we will see face to face in heaven. 
 

 

Today’s Readings 
On the second Sunday of Lent we always hear the Gospel of the Transfiguration. 
This event took place shortly after Jesus first predicted His death, so taught the 
disciples that the cross leads to the glory of the resurrection. The first and second 
readings point us to the fact that God did not spare His own Son, but allowed Him 
to be sacrificed, so that we could be saved.
