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“God loves you, and you have been chosen.” 
St Paul writes these reassuring words to the Thessalonians in today’s second 
reading, but of course, they are also meant for us. God loves us, and He has 
chosen us to be His followers, His disciples – this is our calling, our vocation. St 
Paul is sure of their calling, because they received the Gospel not simply as 
words, but “as power and as the Holy Spirit and as utter conviction.” As we listen 
to the readings at Mass, let us too receive them with the certainty that God 
Himself speaks to us when the scriptures are read. It is “the Word of the Lord”!
